How to Reach Agumbe
By Road: Agumbe is well connected by

roadways. The nearest major city is

Mangalore (100 km away). You can hire

a cab or board a bus via Udupi and

Hebri. From Bangalore, Agumbe is

about 380 km (8–9 hours by road).

By Train: The closest railway station is

Udupi (54 km away), well connected

with Mangalore, Bangalore, and other

major cities.

By Air: The nearest airport is

Mangalore International Airport (95

km away). From there, you can take a

taxi or bus to reach Agumbe.
